Introduction to the LGA 1151 CPU

The surface of the LGA 1151 CPU has
two notches and a golden triangle to
assist in correctly lining up the CPU for
motherboard placement. The golden
triangle is the Pin 1 indicator.

A Important

e Always unplug the power cord from the power outlet before installing or removing
the CPU.

e Please retain the CPU protective cap after installing the processor. MSI will deal
with Return Merchandise Authorization (RMA] requests if only the motherboard
comes with the protective cap on the CPU socket.
